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 Because Japan is surrounded by the sea and 67% of its land area is 

mountainous, there are numerous scenic spots in Japan. In addition, Japan’s 

four seasons are distinct, so visitors can enjoy traveling in various ways 

depending on the season, such as sightseeing, mountain climbing, trekking, 

including Kyoto and Nara, where you can appreciate a countless number of 

ancient buildings and treasures.
